	Purpose of the role:
Our February Half Term Activity Programme for families is themed around dinosaurs, to link in with our special exhibition that will be open over that time, Tyrannosaurs. The programme will include some interactive morning sessions for 2 – 5-year olds, with the core programme in the afternoon offering a hands-on craft session called Recyclesaurus where families making a ‘pop-up’ dinosaur out of cardboard (the activity is designed to be as sustainable as possible). We will also have drop-in Askasaurus sessions where families can ask questions to curators, with object handling through our Learning Enabler team.
